Because I am usually at the temple on Sunday 

mornings, I am unable to watch a favorite 

television program:  CBS News Sunday 

Morning, with Charles Osgood (formerly with 

Charles Kuralt).  It’s the show with the sun 

logo, presented like a Sunday newspaper 

magazine.  But during our recent winter break, 

when Religious school was off, I settled in with 

a cup of coffee and watched.  It was the week 

that reviewed notable people who had died 

during 2011, which of course triggered my own thoughts about 

people closer to me who died last year.  One of those precious 

people was Debbie Friedman, a pioneer in Jewish music and the 

composer of so many songs and liturgical pieces we sing in our 

synagogues, URJ camps, Hillels, Jewish conferences and 

conventions, and even gatherings of non-Reform Jews.  Because 

music is so connected to the human spirit, good liturgical music 

anchors a quality communal worship experience.  It is fair to say 

that Debbie Friedman’s music revived and reinvented prayer in 

Reform congregations.   Though she has left this world, Debbie’s 

music and the worship style she so artfully promoted live on 

through her students and others who grew up singing her 

compositions and the melodies of others who led the Reform 

Movement’s worship renewal at the end of the last century. 

 Two of those musicians will be with us at Temple Israel 

this month:  Julie Silver and Josh Nelson.  Julie is one of Debbie’s 

protégés who sang her music growing up, created her own Jewish 

folk music and leadership style, and is a favorite performer at Union 

for Reform Judaism Biennials.  Julie is our guest for our annual 

Reform Community Shabbat.   On Saturday night, February 4, we 

will pay tribute to Debbie Friedman on her first yahrzeit with a Julie 

Silver in Concert performance at the temple.  Josh Nelson, also a 

URJ Biennial favorite, will also join the Temple community for 

Shabbat this month.  Josh, who will be our soloist for Shabbat 

services on February 17 & 18, was recently commissioned to 

produce an album of Debbie Friedman’s most popular music, 

recorded exclusively for this CD by a collection of highly regarded 

Jewish folk and rock musicians. 

 We gently move from the heart to the head as we look 

toward early March.  We will welcome Rabbi Jeff Salkin as Scholar-

in-Residence March 2-4.  We have partnered with Trinity Episcopal 

Church and the Noor Islamic Center to bring Rabbi Salkin to 

preach and teach in several programs during the weekend.  The 

weekend’s theme is “Three Paths up the Mountain: An Inter-

religious Encounter with Abraham.”  On Friday night, Rabbi Salkin 

will speak at Temple.  On Shabbat morning, he will participate in a 

Family Education program with our pre-Bnai Mitzvah 6

-grade 

students and their parents.  He will speak at services at Trinity on 

Sunday, and in the afternoon, will lead a tri-faith text study and 

community conversation with members of Temple Israel, Trinity 

Episcopal and the Noor Center.  The Sunday afternoon interfaith 

program is unconventional – an opportunity to study foundational 

sacred text with members of three faiths.  There is so much to learn 

from and with each other in spiritual dialogue and exploration.  My 

partners at Trinity and the Noor Center, Rev. Richard Burnett and 

Imam Hany Saqr, and I look forward to a meaningful exchange — 

we have set a modest goal that our congregations will have at least 

ten people for the dialogue on Sunday afternoon.  I hope you will 

be one of Temple Israel’s minyan for this groundbreaking event. 

 When we sing and learn together, we deepen our Jewish 

lives and strengthen our community.  Speaking of song and 

strength, mark your calendars for Wednesday night, March 7:

Tu B'Shevat is also viewed by the tradition 

as having the same meaning for trees as Rosh Hashanah does for humans — i.e., as a 

new year and a day of judgment. On Tu B'Shevat God decides how bountiful the 

fruits of the trees will be in the coming year.

More About Temple Israel’s CSA 

 

Community Supported Agriculture 

consists of a community of individuals 

who pledge support to a farm operation 

so that the farmland becomes, both 

legally or spiritually, the community's 

farm. The growers and consumers 

provide mutual support and share the 

benefits of food production.  

 

Typically, members (or share-holders) of the farm or garden pledge 

in advance to cover a portion of the farm's operation costs, 

including supplies and seed. In return, they receive shares in the 

farm's bounty throughout the growing season, as well as satisfaction 

gained from reconnecting to the land and participating directly in 

food production. 

 

What should you expect from your share?  Different farmers 

provide different things.  The committee will discuss this with 

potential farmers.  Even as the farmer also sells at a local farmer's 

market, keep in mind that many farmers keep their best products 

for their CSA subscribers, and may frequently grow things "just for 

us."  CSA's are more than just a contract and a few signatures; a 

CSA is a bond between the farm, the farmer, and the members. 

The goal of the Temple Israel CSA is to build a long-term, 

meaningful relationship with a local farmer that will last for many 

years.

Singing Warms Your Voice and Body —

Early-February annually marks the midway 

point between the Winter Solstice and the 

Vernal Equinox. Although I'm no Ben Gelber, 

it's safe to predict that temperatures will be 

frigid and skies will be overcast in Central

Scientific studies over the years have shown that physical activity is a 

great way to combat the wintertime blues.

I'd like to add singing to that list of exercise options. It can be a 

great aerobic workout – with controlled, deep breathing – and good 

for posture, too. Beyond the body benefits, singing engages the 

mind by focusing on music and lyrics. In turn, the poetry of the 

prayers that we sing stimulate our hearts and souls as well. Singing 

makes you feel good all year-long, but can be especially good for us 

in winter.
