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A Message of Faith  

During the past two years, I have had the blessing 

and privilege of participating in a rabbinic 

leadership program of the Institute for Jewish 

Spirituality.  The IJSôs ambitious mission is 

articulated on its website: ñWe seek to transform 

Jewish life. We help clergy, leaders, and other Jews 

connect with their deepest inner resources, their 

communities, and the Divine through 

contemplative Jewish practices that integrate mind, 

body, heart and soul. We provide them with 

valuable skills to be effective leaders who can 

enrich everyday life with Jewish wisdom; link the 

search for inner wholeness with tikkun olam; and create a vibrant and 

enduring Judaism for the next generation.ò 

When I applied to participate in IJS three years ago, I was fifty 

years old, closing in on 25 years as a rabbi, and I felt it was time to engage 

in some serious self-reflection, some personal ñtikkunò ~~ repair work on 

the interior ñmeò ~~ and deepen my relationship with God.  The past two 

years ñworkò consisted of weekly learning of Hasidic texts with a study 

partner and four weeklong retreats with 35 other rabbis of various ages 

and Jewish denominations; they are pulpit rabbis, educators, chaplains and 

organizational professionals.  Our retreat days were filled with joyful 

prayer, silence, meditation, Yoga and learning. 

It is difficult to capture in words the effect that the experience 

has had on me, or to compose a list of what I have gained.  My 2-year IJS 

immersion instead had an abiding impact on the way I go about my work, 

it helped to open my eyes to the presence of the Divine in all human 

beings and encounters, it has calmed me down and quieted my mind, 

making me a better listener and more attuned to the journey of my soul. 

I know that as a rabbi, I am in a unique position to be interested 

in and able to participate in such an experience, and I am grateful for the 

career I have chosen and the position I hold serving the community of 

Temple Israel.  I am also aware that an intensive experience like the 

Institute for Jewish Spirituality is not something many temple members 

would choose to do with their free time.  But I do believe that there are 

special occasions during the year when we all can and should set aside 

sacred time to reflect, repair, rebuild and rejoice.  The High Holy Days 

offer that special occasion, they are the gift of our tradition that provide all 

of us the ñspaceò to return to our essential selves, to observe our unique 

souls and the journeys they make. 

And in the midst of the many prayers that are uttered on Rosh 

Hashanah and Yom Kippur, one prayer embedded deep in the liturgy, 

Unetaneh Tokef, is a poem whose challenge speaks from the heart of the 

Holy Days and offers us a sacred opportunity.  Unetaneh Tokef: "The 

great Shofar is sounded, and a still small voice is heard."  This 

quintessential prayer is a teacher, for it says that when we listen for the 

Voice and truthfully respond to it, we are given the chance to ñannul the 

severity of the judgment.ò  Namely, through sincere prayer, returning to 

our true selves and by doing sacred deeds of justice, we give ourselves 

hope to live according to the truth of our own experience, we create new 

visions and we transform our tomorrows. 

James Thurber, Columbus native and master storyteller, once 

said that the hardest thing for a writer to do is to convince his spouse and 

children that when he is staring out the window, he is working.  Funny, 

but so true.  Focused and directed thinking, meditating, pondering is such 

important ï and hard ï work.  The new year, when approached with 

intention, can be a sacred ñretreatò for such staring into the windows of 

our souls, such reflection on our inner lives and redirecting our futures.  

While it is still summer, I urge you to use these waning hours of the 

Jewish year to find inspiration for your personal work, which is the 

reconfiguring of the narrative of your life.   Donôt be hasty.  Slowly take 

an inventory of your life.  Your thoughts are your own, between you and 

Godéand God is a good Listener.  Rabbi Nahman of Breslov, the great 

Hasidic master taught that ñanyone who cannot be alone with him/her self 

is very poor company with others.ò  Admit, to yourself, or if the action 

calls for it, to someone else, where you have failed.  Consider the extent to 

which you have the power to make changes in your life, in your very 

being.  Ask yourself how compassionate you have been in the year that 

will soon end, how good to others, how good to yourself, how good to 

your community, how good to the world.  Gently encourage yourself to 

listen to the still, small voice.  Though we are aware that it is our own 

responsibility to make the necessary revisions to our stories, it is to the 

Author of Life that we turn for guidance.

It just goes to show you that Dorothy was obviously not a smart Jewish girl.  
Because if she had been, she would have never wanted to leave her new 
colorful world of opportunity to return to her black and white ways of the 
past.   (And she surely would have taken those fabulous ruby slippers with 
her!) 
 

As the high holidays approach, we all have to remind ourselves to keep 
walking toward that ñemerald city,ò that ñyellow brick road,ò that metaphor 
for the future.  I hope you all will join me on my journey here in Ohio, 
during the High Holiday season and beyond, because I can sure use all the 
brains, hearts and courage I can get! 
 

So, to the wonderful Jewish community here at Temple Israel, I click my 
Stuart Weitzman heels together (3 times, of course) and say to you all:  
ñThereôs no place like Ohio!ò

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Evening Services 
On the evenings of Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur (Kol Nidre), 
one service is scheduled for 7:30 PM. We will pray using the CCAR-
URJ Gates of Repentance, and the service will reflect the themes of 
the High Holy Day season: awe, beauty, majesty. The services will 
include participation from our volunteer/professional choir, as well 
as Cantor Star Trompeter, with musical accompaniment of keyboard 
and organ. 
 

Morning Services 
Because we cherish and respect the character of our Temple Israel 
community and appreciate our distinct needs, on Rosh Hashanah 
and Yom Kippur mornings we will hold two simultaneous services. 
One worship experience at 10:00 AM will merge the majesty of the 
Gates of Repentance with the supplementary liturgy of a 
participatory nature from our self-published Contemporary Service. 
This service will be held in the Sanctuary, and our main prayerbook 
will be the CCAR-URJ Gates of Repentance. Rabbis Zinkow and 
Rosenzweig and Cantor Trompeter will lead services with 
professional support from Mikhail Popov and Thom Gall. The 
Adult Choir will participate and help lead the congregation in 
worship. Depending on maturity, children ages 9 and older will be 
able to enjoy this service in its entirety. However, before the sermon, 
all school-aged children will be invited to Bryden Hall for a special 
Childrenôs alternative High Holy Day program. On Rosh Hashanah, 
they will return to the Sanctuary for the Shofar Service. 
 

The second worship experience, an Alternative Service, will again 
be led by congregant volunteer Rabbi Sharon Mars. While 
beginning at 10:30 AM, this service will conclude at the same time 
as the Sanctuary service. Consistent with the intimacy of the 
Folkman Chapel and the less formal language of the prayerbook, the 
service will rely on the soulful sound made by the congregationôs 
participation. There will be no formal sermon, but the service will 
include interactive learning throughout. Rabbi Mars has years of 
experience leading informal services in the Hillel setting and is 
accustomed to childrenôs comings-and-goings not being a distraction. 
The same ticket/pass will permit members to attend either morning 
service. 
 

Two Childrenôs Services 
Two Childrenôs Services will take place at the same time on Rosh 
Hashanah and Yom Kippur mornings ï one for Readers and one for 
Non-Readers. At  9:00 AM in the Chapel, we will conduct a 
Childrenôs Service for Readers, children ages 5-9 years. Parents are 
welcome to enjoy this 45-minute worship experience with their 
children. We will sing High Holy Day songs, pray High Holy Day 
prayers, march with the Torah, listen to a childrenôs story and, the 
grand finale, hear the blasts of the Shofar. On Yom Kippur, we will 
listen to a violin rendition of Kol Nidre. 
 

At 9:00 AM in Bryden Hall, we will hold a brief Non-Readers 
Childrenôs Service for parents and tots ages 4 and younger. Here 
too, we will sing, blow the Shofar and hear a High Holy Day story. 
 

Seating 
As always, services will begin at the designated times. We ask 
congregants to make every effort to be seated before services begin. 

This will enhance our communal worship experience. While families 
enjoy sitting together, they often arrive at different times. Ushers 
have been asked to request that saved seats be relinquished five 
minutes after services begin in order to accommodate all our 
worshippers. So, if family or friends wish to sit together, please 
arrive on time. Otherwise, when ushers ask you to relinquish seats 
ï in the spirit of the Holy Days ï please so do. 
 

On that note, our volunteer Usher Corp place ñReserved for Usherò 
tent signs on seats for themselves. Please do not remove these signs 
to accommodate your guests. 
 

Aliyot 
During our High Holy Day season, we offer special aliyot (honors) to 
many people ï last year, to over 150 individuals. We do so to thank 
them for their support of Temple Israel during the past year. Many 
represent our lay leadership. Others have offered financial 
sustenance. And even more have given of their time and energy. We 
cannot honor everyone who has helped the congregation, and we 
ask forgiveness if we have overlooked a member deserving of such an 
honor. 
 

Prayerbooks 
For evening and morning services, we use Gates of Repentance. 
Many congregants own copies of our machzor. We strongly 
encourage all who have their own Gates of Repentance to bring 
them for the services. The congregation owns some copies but not 
enough for all to use. 
 

Yizkor 
On Yom Kippur, there will be no breaks during the Afternoon, 
Memorial (Yizkor) and Concluding (Neilah) services. This series of 
services will begins at 3:30 PM and continue through Havdalah, 
marking the end of Neilah and Yom Kippur. We anticipate Yizkor 
beginning at 5:00 PM, our Neilah service beginning at approximately 
5:45 PM and concluding around 6:30 PM. We respectfully request 
that congregants remain following the Yizkor service. Our Neilah 
service is brief ï about one hour ï and is majestic in its liturgy and 
music. It serves as a culmination of the emotions that play through 
our souls during the Day of Atonement. However, if a congregant 
must leave, we ask that it be done as swiftly and quietly as possible, 
so fellow worshippers are not disturbed.  
 

Children will be asked to participate in Havdalah.  
 

Additional Worship Opportunities on Yom Kippur  
 

When illness, loss or significant life challenges confront us, we may 
discover that our ability to cope is disrupted, our habitual way of 
viewing life is challenged and we may be in need of greater skills 
and, perhaps new types of support. A Healing Service, led by Rabbi 
Sharon Mars of Zusman Hospice and our Jewish Community 
chaplain, is designed for those who are seeking ways to heal the 
spirit by finding meaning, comfort and community in the midst of 
their challenges. The service will begin at 1:45 PM. 
 

Contemplative Music with Mikhail Popov will precede the Healing 
Service. A Study/Discussion session, led by Artie Isaac, will follow at 
2:30 PM. 

A Variety of High Holy Day Worship Opportunities  
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Ticket Information 

Our goals are to provide inspirational prayer experiences during the High 
Holy Days and to be inclusive of those who wish to be part of the Temple 
Israel community. The purpose of the High Holy Day policy stated below is 
to provide to members the consideration and space to which they are 
entitled as well as to ensure the financial security of the institution.  Temple 
Israel encourages synagogue affiliation and does not hold expressed 
financial need as an obstacle to membership. Therefore, please read the 
Board-approved High Holy Day Policy below: 
  

Members in good standing will receive High Holy Day passes. ñGood 
standingò means that dues are current through the first quarter of the 
current fiscal year (July 1 ï September 30, 2010). The fiscal year runs 
from July 1 ï June 30. 

 

ONE pass will be mailed to each membership household headed by a 
single adult paying SINGLE dues.  TWO passes will be mailed to each 
membership household paying MARRIED/PARTNER dues.  

 

In order to be admitted to any High Holy Day service, adults over 21 
years of age must show their passes. Passes are not transferable. 
Greeters and police officers have been instructed to check ALL passes of 
adults.   

 

Children under the age of 21, accompanied by a parent, do not require 
passes/tickets. 

 

All current students and military personnel with photo i.d. will be 
admitted to services without passes/tickets. 

 

Immediate Family Members (all children, parents, in-laws, siblings, 
grandparents) of members are welcome to attend all High Holy Day 
services as guests. Members should simply fill out the Guest Pass/Ticket 
Request Form to obtain tickets, which will be held at the Hospitality 
Desk (or can be picked up at the Temple in advance of the Holidays 
between August 9-12). In return for tickets/passes, a minimum 
donation of $36/person is suggested for High Holy Day family tickets.  

 

Members of other congregations (including local and out-of-town, and 
all movements within Judaism) who wish to worship as guests at Temple 
Israel are welcome to attend Services at Temple Israel and receive 
complimentary passes. To obtain them, guests must provide a letter or 
fax from a congregation stating that they are members in good standing.  
The passes will be held at the Hospitality Desk.   

 

Unaffiliated, Out-of-Town Persons, unrelated or distantly related to 
members may purchase passes/tickets at $180/per person per Holiday 
(either Rosh Hashanah or Yom Kippur) or $360 for both Rosh 
Hashanah and Yom Kippur. The passes will be held at the Hospitality 
Desk for your guest(s). Purchased tickets must be paid in full before 
being released. 

 

Non-members residing within the Greater Columbus area may 
purchase passes/tickets at $180/per person per Holiday (either Rosh 
Hashanah or Yom Kippur) or $360 for both Rosh Hashanah and Yom 
Kippur. The passes will be held at the Hospitality Desk for you. 
Purchased tickets must be paid in full before being released. 
HOWEVER, Non-members who have purchased High Holy Tickets in 
the past and/or resigned from Temple are not eligible to purchase 
High Holy Day tickets. Those age 35 or younger are eligible for the 
$180 first-year family membership as part of the Milenthal Young 
Adult Membership Program. 

 

Families new to Columbus since the last High Holy Days may request 
complimentary passes in advance through a personal meeting with the 
Executive Director. They will also receive information about 
membership. 

High Holiday tickets will be mailed to the adults in each household on 
August 12. As a postage-saving option, you will be able to pick up your 
tickets in the Office between August 9-11.  You may email 
etenenbaum@templeisrael.org if you wish to pick up your tickets at a 
later date. 

 

Please use the High Holy Day Pass/Ticket Request Form inside this 
Bulletin to request/purchase Passes/Tickets for immediate family 
members or for unaffiliated out-of-town guests.  Be sure that any in-
town/out-of-town guest(s) provide appropriate verification of 
membership from their home congregation in order to receive 
complimentary passes. 

 

Membership in Temple Israel is welcomed and encouraged. All questions 
regarding membership and High Holiday tickets should be addressed to 
Elaine Tenenbaum at the Temple office, 866-0010, Ext.

Tickets/Passes for Immediate Family Members not living in your 
Household (in-town or out-of-town): Passes/tickets will be made available 
to most relatives of members in good standing. Suggested donation is $36/
person. See Policy on this page for description. The Request Form is located 
on Page 6 of this bulletin. 
 

Tickets/Passes for Out-of-Town Guests  (non-family) & Distant Relatives: 
These may be purchased at $180 per person per Holiday (either Rosh 
Hashanah or Yom Kippur) or $360 for both Rosh Hashanah and Yom 
Kippur. Payable by check to Temple Israel. The Request Form is located on 
Page 6 of this bulletin.  
 

Members of Other Congregations (local or out-of-town): Those who belong 
to other congregations are to provide a letter or fax from their home 
congregation stating that they are members in good standing. Reciprocal 
tickets will be provided. Templeôs fax is 614-866-9046. 
 

In-Town/Non-Synagogue Members:  Per Temple policy approved by the 
Board of Trustees in May 2010, non-members who have not purchased 
High Holy Day tickets in the past may purchase tickets/passes at $180/
Holiday per person. Those younger than age 35, are eligible for the $180 
first-year family membership as part of the Milenthal Young Adult 
Membership Program. 
 

Security for the High Holy Days  
 

Because of global events, as well as events of the past few years, Temple 
Israel is concerned about our communityôs well-being. To help address our 
needs, an ad hoc Security Task Force formed several years ago in concert 
with the Facilities Committee feel it is appropriate to take meaningful 
precautions.  Therefore, security measures are being constantly re-examined 
that balance the protection of the synagogue with an open and welcoming 
spirit for our community. 
 

As a precaution for the High Holy Days, members will be admitted into the 
building only upon presentation of tickets/passes. Be sure to bring your 
passes with you to every service. Your out-of-town guests may need to show 
photo identification in order to be issued passes at the door. In addition, 
members are asked to cooperate with requests made by police or ushers/
greeters regarding parking, entrances and exits. Our goal is to provide a safe 
environment for worship with a minimum of inconvenience. 
 

As an added precaution, regarding entrances, only the front (south) 
entrance will be open to those wishing to enter the building. Congregants 
may exit from the front or side (east) doors. We apologize for any 
inconvenience this may cause.
