Temple Israel Kehilla U’Neshama 
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A Message of Faith 

This special High Holy Day edition of the 
Temple Israel TIKUN is prepared and 
distributed during the month of Av, which 
coincides this year day-for-day with August.  
Av is the month during which the Jewish 
people remembers most acutely that in the 
intense heat of the summer, long ago our 
Jerusalem Temple was razed on two 
occasions by fires of destruction.  The second 
time, in the year 70 C.E., on the 9th of Av 

(also August 9), it was burned to the ground, scorched, by the 
Romans in response to a Jewish uprising for freedom, and our 
people were scattered into exile from Jerusalem.  Av/August is a 
month of stifling heat in the Middle East, as it can be here too, 
and there is a roasting and a parching of the soil.  It is nature’s 
sauna, its way of cleansing, purging and preparing the earth for 
replenishment and production during the coolness of the fall 
and winter’s rains.  As the Jewish year nears its end, consider the 
Av heat to be an outward reflection of your own end-of-year 
energy depletion of body and spirit.  Sometimes, we might even 
feel a little burned out.  This is not surprising, but a natural and 
predictable human cycle. 

Just as the horrific forest fires in the Southwest of late 
spring will lead to new growth, so too the heat and exhaustion of 
summer will lead to new possibilities and challenges as we look 
ahead to the new year.  With the weekend of September 3-5, the 
traditional end of summer vacation, the extra Monday holiday 
honors our working selves as we return from the summer hiatus 
and get “back to it,” back to the regimen of our schedules, our 
plans and our goals.  As it happens, this year the new moon of 
Elul, the month of preparation before Rosh Hashanah, will be 
revealed at the very end of August, so it will be easy to remember 
when, in Jewish time, our bodies and souls should be turning 
their attention to the High Holy Day season, with its themes of 
repentance and forgiveness, refreshment and renewal, self-
examination and cleansing.  Having experienced the burning of 
Av, we can now gaze upon an uncluttered landscape and draw 
upon the nutrients the fires have sown in our souls to make new 
plans, dream new dreams, and pursue new objectives. 

Here at the temple, we are using our time to fill in next 
year’s landscape by planting some fresh ideas and plans.  We 

have initiated a board-driven “inreach” program, designed to 
create and develop better personal relationships within the 
congregation (LAMMP: Leadership and Member Mobilization 
Project).  We will begin our Community Supported Agriculture 
project (CSA).  We will welcome to our staff a new educator, 
Debra Kellner, and four new program professionals: Anna 
Schottenstein, Shiran Bendor, Evan Slaton and Rachel 
Edelman.  They will work as a collaborative programming team 
in our education, youth and young adult departments.  Temple 
Israel is now engaged with Synagogue 3000’s Next Dor Initiative 
for young adult engagement.  Our senior group continues to 
blossom and flourish and is planning many interesting events for 
the coming year.  As you can see, the excellent programming we 
have grown and nurtured in the past will be expanded with new 
“trees” that we are planting to dot the Temple Israel landscape 
when the cool breezes of the fall replace summer’s heat.  No 
matter your age, we hope you will find ways to connect to your 
temple community. 

Soon, we shall enter the regal and majestic season of the 
High Holy Days.  Traditionally, the first significant step taken 
toward Rosh Hashanah is the beautiful Saturday night service 
called S’lichot (this year, September 24, see p. 3 for details).  On 
our liturgical calendar, the S’lichot service is really a culmination 
of the prayers that seek forgiveness that are additional to our 
daily prayers throughout the month of Elul (which coincides this 
year with September).  The brief S’lichot service will give you a 
sample of the Days of Awe music, led by our wonderful cantor 
and choir, and our guest speaker Dr. Allen Ross, well-known 
anger management therapist, will address the topic: “The Art of 
Forgiveness: Removing Roadblocks to Spiritual Well-Being.”  
Please join us as the leaves begin to fall, and the cool breezes of 
the autumn gently brush against your cheeks. 

 May the summer’s heat yield cool new plans and fresh 
dreams for you!

S’lichot Service/Program following

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Services 

Evening Services 
On the evenings of Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur (Kol Nidre), 
one service is scheduled for 7:30 PM. We will pray using the CCAR-
URJ Gates of Repentance, and the service will reflect the themes of 
the High Holy Day season: awe, beauty, majesty. The services will 
include participation from our volunteer/professional choir, as well 
as Cantor Star Trompeter, with musical accompaniment of keyboard 
and organ. 
 

Morning Services 
Because we cherish and respect the character of our Temple Israel 
community and appreciate our distinct needs, on Rosh Hashanah 
and Yom Kippur mornings we will hold two simultaneous services. 
One worship experience at 10:00 AM will merge the majesty of the 
Gates of Repentance with the supplementary liturgy of a 
participatory nature from our self-published Contemporary Service. 
This service will be held in the Sanctuary, and our main prayerbook 
will be the CCAR-URJ Gates of Repentance. Rabbi Zinkow and 
Cantor Trompeter will lead services with professional support from 
Mikhail Popov and Thom Gall. The Adult Choir will participate 
and help lead the congregation in worship. Depending on maturity, 
children ages 9 and older will be able to enjoy this service in its 
entirety. However, before the sermon, all school-aged children will 
be invited to Bryden Hall for a special Children’s alternative High 
Holy Day program. On Rosh Hashanah, they will return to the 
Sanctuary for the Shofar Service. 
 

The second worship experience, an Alternative Service, will again 
be led by congregant volunteer Rabbi Sharon Mars. While 
beginning at 10:30 AM, this service will conclude at the same time 
as the Sanctuary service. Consistent with the intimacy of the 
Folkman Chapel and the less formal language of the prayerbook, the 
service will rely on the soulful sound made by the congregation’s 
participation. There will be no formal sermon, but the service will 
include interactive learning throughout. Rabbi Mars has years of 
experience leading informal services in the Hillel setting and is 
accustomed to children’s comings-and-goings not being a distraction. 
The same ticket/pass will permit members to attend either morning 
service. 
 

Children’s Services 
Children’s Services will take place on Rosh Hashanah and Yom 
Kippur mornings at  9:00 AM in the Chapel.  Parents are welcome 
to enjoy this 45-minute worship experience with their children. We 
will sing High Holy Day songs, pray High Holy Day prayers, march 
with the Torah, listen to a children’s story and, the grand finale, 
hear the blasts of the Shofar. On Yom Kippur, we will listen to a 
violin rendition of Kol Nidre. 
 

Seating 
As always, services will begin at the designated times. We ask 
congregants to make every effort to be seated before services begin. 
This will enhance our communal worship experience. While families 
enjoy sitting together, they often arrive at different times. Ushers 
have been asked to request that saved seats be relinquished five 
minutes after services begin in order to accommodate all our 
worshippers. So, if family or friends wish to sit together, please 

arrive on time. Otherwise, when ushers ask you to relinquish seats 
– in the spirit of the Holy Days – please so do. 
 

On that note, our volunteer Usher Corp place “Reserved for Usher” 
tent signs on seats for themselves. Please do not remove these signs 
to accommodate your guests. 
 

Aliyot 
During our High Holy Day season, we offer special aliyot (honors) to 
many people – last year, to over 150 individuals. We do so to thank 
them for their support of Temple Israel during the past year. Many 
represent our lay leadership. Others have offered financial 
sustenance. And even more have given of their time and energy. We 
cannot honor everyone who has helped the congregation, and we 
ask forgiveness if we have overlooked a member deserving of such an 
honor. 
 

Prayerbooks 
For evening and morning services, we use Gates of Repentance. 
Many congregants own copies of our machzor. We strongly 
encourage all who have their own Gates of Repentance to bring 
them for the services. The congregation owns some copies but not 
enough for all to use. 
 

Yizkor 
On Yom Kippur, there will be no breaks during the Afternoon, 
Memorial (Yizkor) and Concluding (Neilah) services. This series of 
services will begins at 3:30 PM and continue through Havdalah, 
marking the end of Neilah and Yom Kippur. We anticipate Yizkor 
beginning at 5:00 PM, our Neilah service beginning at approximately 
5:45 PM and concluding around 6:30 PM. We respectfully request 
that congregants remain following the Yizkor service. Our Neilah 
service is brief – about one hour – and is majestic in its liturgy and 
music. It serves as a culmination of the emotions that play through 
our souls during the Day of Atonement. However, if a congregant 
must leave, we ask that it be done as swiftly and quietly as possible, 
so fellow worshippers are not disturbed.  
 

 

Children will be asked to participate in Havdalah. 

 
 

Additional Worship Opportunities 
on Yom Kippur 

 

When illness, loss or significant life challenges confront us, we may 
discover that our ability to cope is disrupted, our habitual way of 
viewing life is challenged and we may be in need of greater skills 
and, perhaps new types of support. A Healing Service, led by Rabbi 
Sharon Mars of Zusman Hospice and our Jewish Community 
chaplain, is designed for those who are seeking ways to heal the 
spirit by finding meaning, comfort and community in the midst of 
their challenges. The service will begin at 1:45 PM. 
 

Contemplative Music with Mikhail Popov will precede the Healing 
Service. A Study/Discussion session, led by Artie Isaac, will follow at 
2:30 PM. 

A Variety of High Holy Day Worship Opportunities 
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Admission Information 

Temple Israel strives to provide inspirational prayer experiences during the 
High Holy Days and to be inclusive of those who wish to be part of the 
Temple Israel community. The goal of this High Holy Day Tickets/Passes 
policy is to provide to our members the consideration and space to which they 
are entitled and to ensure the financial security of Temple Israel.  
 

ALL ARE WELCOME – Temple Israel will offer an open service to the 
community on each High Holy Day morning (September 28 for Rosh 
Hashanah and October 8 for Yom Kippur beginning at 10:30 AM in the 
Chapel), as well as an open service for Healing and Yizkor on Yom Kippur 
afternoon. Temple Israel encourages synagogue affiliation and does not hold 
expressed financial need as an obstacle to membership. Therefore, please 
read the Board-approved High Holy Day Policy below: 
  

Members of Temple Israel in ―good standing‖ will receive High Holy Day 
tickets/passes (“good standing” means that dues are current through the 
first quarter [July 1 – September 30, 2011] of the current fiscal year which 
runs from July 1, 2011 – June 30, 2012). ONE ticket/pass will be mailed to 
each membership household paying SINGLE dues. TWO tickets/passes 
will be mailed to each membership household paying MARRIED/
PARTNER dues. No tickets/passes are required for a child of a member in 
good standing if the child is under the age of 21 and is accompanied by the 
member. 

 

No tickets/passes are required for current students and military personnel 
with photo ID. 

 

Immediate Family of Temple Israel Members (limited to children, 
parents, in-laws, siblings, grandparents) are welcome to attend all High 
Holy Day services as Family Guests. Members need to request Family 
Guest tickets/passes by completing and submitting the enclosed Family 
Guest Tickets/Passes Request Form. Family Guest tickets/passes will be 
held at the Temple Israel Hospitality Desk for pick up at High Holy Day 
services (or they can be picked up at Temple Israel in advance between 
September 6-9). In return for Family Guest tickets/passes, a minimum 
donation of $36/person is suggested.  

 

People who are members of other congregations (local and out-of-town, 
and all movements within Judaism) are welcome to attend all High Holy 
Day services as Affiliated Guests. To receive complimentary Affiliated 
Guest tickets/passes, the Affiliated Guest must provide a letter or fax from 
his/her own congregation stating that he/she is a member in good 
standing.  The Affiliated Guest tickets/passes will be held at the 
Hospitality Desk for pick up at the High Holy Day services.   

 

Unaffiliated Persons or Out-of-Towners unrelated/distantly-related to 
Temple Israel members may purchase passes/tickets at $180/per person 
(for either Rosh Hashanah or Yom Kippur) or for $360 for both Rosh 
Hashanah and Yom Kippur. The purchased tickets/passes will be held at 
the Hospitality Desk for pick up at High Holy Day services (and must be 
paid for in full before being released).  

 

Local Non-Members (residing within the Greater Columbus area) may 
purchase passes/tickets at $180/per person for either Rosh Hashanah or 
Yom Kippur or for $360 for both Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur. The 
tickets/passes will be held at the Hospitality Desk for pick up at High 
Holy Day services (and must be paid in full before being released). 
HOWEVER, local Non-Members who have purchased High Holy tickets/
passes in the past and/or resigned from Temple Israel are not eligible to 
purchase High Holy Day tickets/passes.  

 

Anyone new to Columbus since the last High Holy Days may request 
complimentary tickets/passes in advance through a personal meeting with 
the Executive Director of Temple Israel. They will also receive information 
about Temple Israel membership. 

 

Young Adult Membership opportunity. Those age 35 or younger are 
eligible for the special $180 first-year membership as part of Temple 
Israel’s Milenthal Young Adult Membership Program. Please contact the 
Executive Director at 866-0010, x 115 for more information. 

 

High Holiday tickets/passes will be mailed to each member household on 
September 12. You may help Temple Israel save on the cost of postage by 
picking up your tickets/passes in the Temple Israel office between 
September 6 — 9.  You may call the Executive Director, 866-0010, x 115 
or email etenenbaum@templeisrael.org if you wish to pick up your 
tickets at a later date. 

 

SECURITY REMINDER – For Security purposes, everyone over age 21 
must show his/her ticket/pass when entering the synagogue.

Tickets/Passes for Immediate Family Members not living in your 
Household (in-town or out-of-town): Passes/tickets will be made available to 
most relatives of members in good standing. Suggested donation is $36/
person. See Policy on this page for description. The Request Form is located 
on Page 6 of this bulletin. 
 

Tickets/Passes for Out-of-Town Guests  (non-family) & Distant Relatives: 
These may be purchased at $180 per person per Holiday (either Rosh 
Hashanah or Yom Kippur) or $360 for both Rosh Hashanah and Yom 
Kippur. Payable by check to Temple Israel. The Request Form is located on 
Page 6 of this bulletin.  
 

Members of Other Congregations (local or out-of-town): Those who belong 
to other congregations are to provide a letter or fax from their home 
congregation stating that they are members in good standing. Reciprocal 
tickets will be provided. Temple’s fax is 614-866-9046. 
 

In-Town/Non-Synagogue Members:  Per Temple policy approved by the 
Board of Trustees in May 2010, non-members who have not purchased High 
Holy Day tickets in the past may purchase tickets/passes at $180/Holiday per 
person. Those younger than age 35, are eligible for the $180 first-year family 
membership as part of the Milenthal Young Adult Membership Program. 

Security for the High Holy Days 
 

Because of global events, as well as events of the past few years, Temple Israel 
is concerned about our community’s well-being. To help address our needs, 
an ad hoc Security Task Force formed several years ago, in concert with the 
Facilities Committee, feel it is appropriate to take meaningful precautions.  
Therefore, security measures are being constantly re-examined that balance 
the protection of the synagogue with an open and welcoming spirit for our 
community. 
 

As a precaution for the High Holy Days, members will be admitted into the 
building only upon presentation of tickets/passes. Be sure to bring your 
passes with you to every service. Your out-of-town guests may need to show 
photo identification in order to be issued passes at the door. In addition, 
members are asked to cooperate with requests made by police or ushers/
greeters regarding parking, entrances and exits. Our goal is to provide a safe 
environment for worship with a minimum of inconvenience. 
 

As an added precaution, regarding entrances, only the front (south) 
entrance will be open to those wishing to enter the building. Congregants 
may exit from the front or side (east) doors. We apologize for any 
inconvenience this may cause.
